[Twitter Assignment]

Twitter is a great tool to share and exchange information with others in your specific field or who share the same interests (both professionally and personally). This helps build a community of like-minded people. Additionally, because a tweet can only contain 140 characters, the user must be concise when making a point or asking a question. These attributes make Twitter an interesting tool to use in professional communication and is a popular tool in the environmental movement.

For this reason, I would like to use Twitter as a space for reading responses and questions that can begin and continue outside the classroom as well as situate our conversation with the larger environmental discourse.
The Details:

· If you haven’t already, join Twitter! Keep in mind that this is a class assignment and everyone here will be privy to what you are posting, so you may want to think about starting a more professional profile if yours is currently personal. Once you have your account, email me your handle and I will put a list up on our class website.


· Please keep your profile public. We don’t have to follow everyone, but we can’t see your tweets if you’re private.

· Use the hashtag #erhet413 in each tweet.
· Follow the #erhet413 hashtag.

· For each reading, please tweet a question about the reading. Please show engagement in the readings in your tweets. 
· I will also give you prompts occasionally, such as post an article or meme related to the reading or discussion.

· Respond to your classmates! If you see someone ask an interesting question or make a thought-provoking comment, don’t be afraid to start a conversation!


· Start to follow environmental advocacy groups, environmental media, environmental journalists, etc. This will be particularly useful as the semester goes on.
*Keep in mind this is worth 10% of your grade.
